SAINT KITTS / BEST OF 

ST KITTS*

Brimstone Hill fort rises some 250 metres above sea level. This "Gibralter of the West Indies" as it was called in the 17th century, is one of the best 
preserved forts in the Americas. You’ll also see a batik demonstration by local craftsmen. English guide only.

Day 2 - Friday
SAINT KITTS / A SPLASH 

OF ART & WINE*

Discover Shadwell Greathouse and its history dating back to the 1600s. You will be welcomed by Sasha, a young artist who will take you to her studio 
for a special art class. You will receive an apron, a full seat with your easel, your brushes, your canvas and most importantly, your painting and your 
wine!

Formalities
HEALTH FORMALITIES
Recommended vaccinations: diphtheria, polio, tetanus, hepatitis A and B and typhoid. Some parasitic or viral diseases can be carried by mosquitoes during certain 
stopovers. The use of skin and clothing repellents is therefore recommended. Pregnant women who do not need constant medical supervision may come aboard, 
upon presentation of a medical certificate showing their due date and certifying that their pregnancy is compatible with the cruise. The final day of the cruise must 
be before the end of the 26th week of pregnancy. A doctor and a nurse are present on board.
