Day 1 - Saturday
ATHENS

The Greek capital opens the pages of its age-old history. In the heart of modernity, the Acropolis and the narrow streets of the Plaka district reveal 
their splendour and charm. Ship docked. Passengers may board and disembark here.

Day 2 - Sunday
KITHNOS

Known for its thermal springs, its maze of streets lined with white and blue houses and cobbled streets give it an authentic, rural feel. Ship at anchor, 
water sports available.

Day 3 - Monday
SYROS

Syros, the capital of the Cyclades, has a gorgeous port. The city, with its blend of neo-classical architecture, typical Cyclades-style streets, marble-
paved squares and private villas, has a charming bourgeois feel. Ship at anchor. Water sports.

Day 4 - Tuesday
VOLOS

Commercial port built in front of the famous Mount Pelion, Volos is a crossroads between Europe, the Middle East and Asia. We leave this hectic city 
for the massive Meteora and its monasteries perched at the top of giant monoliths. Ship docked, no water sports.

Day 5 - Wednesday
SKIATHOS

Most famous for its magnificent beaches, Skiathos has lots more to offer. For example, attractive traditional houses, or the Evangelistria Monastery 
with its stunning wall paintings. Ship at anchor. No water sports, beach.

Day 6 - Thursday
LEMNOS

Ignored by classical circuits, this island abounds in natural attractions and archaeological sites. Its beaches with crystal clear waters are the most 
tempting of the northeastern Aegean. Ship at anchor Water sports. No beach.

Day 7 - Friday
ISTANBUL

To dazzle seems to be the millennial vocation of the hinge city between Europe and Asia. At ease in her cultural heritage, she fuse with cosmopolitan 
and traditional atmospheres. Ship docked in port.

Day 8 - Saturday
ISTANBUL

On the banks of the majestic Bosphorus, this is a city that straddles continents. With Sultanahmet influenced by the East and Beyoglu by the West, 
Istanbul is teeming with stunning sights. The city feels at ease with its cultural heritage, creating an atmosphere that blends the cosmopolitan with the 
traditional.

Excursions of your cruise

Day 3 - Monday
SYROS - SYROS OF 
YESTERDAY AND 
TODAY (1/2 day)*

Explore Syros and get a taste of life in the Cyclades. You will begin by visiting Ano Syros, the island’s Catholic bastion with the Church of Saint George 
and the ancient Jesuit and Capuchin monasteries. Next, you will head off to discover the island’s capital Ermoupoli and its neoclassical architectural 
heritage: the Apollo Theatre, the miniature replica of Milan’s La Scala, the City Hall, the Vaporia quarter where the sea captains traditionally lived, the 
church of the Virgin where an icon by El Greco is exhibited. Lastly, you will visit a Turkish delight and nougat factory, specialities of the island.

Day 4 - Tuesday
VOLOS - THE METEORA 

(day)*

We’ll leave Volos to travel through the agricultural plain of Thessalia, via Larissa and Trikala to Kalambaka and Meteora. You can visit the famous 
monasteries perched on the top of rocky outcrops up to 600 metres above sea level. The history of the Meteora goes back to the 11th century, when 
the first hermits came looking for peace and solitude in the caves and rocks, but the first monasteries were built around the 14th century and reached 
their height in the 16th century. This is a day you’ll never forget!

Day 5 - Wednesday
SKIATHOS - 

MONASTERY AND 
BEACH (1/2 day)*

Departing from the port of Skiathos, we’ll head for the center of the island to visit the charming monastery of Evangelistria (replaced by Iconistria due 
to renovation work). Following the coast, we’ll take you to the superb beach of Koukounaries. The pine forest, golden sand and crystal-clear waters of 
the most beautiful beach in the Sporades will welcome you for a moment of relaxation and swimming.

Day 7 - Friday
ISTANBUL / ISTANBUL 
BOSPHORUS (2 hours)*

CUSTOMS FORMALITIES
For all UK citizens, a valid passport is essential when you travel abroad. A full 10-year passport is required for holidays to all countries featured on our website.The 
passport must be valid for at least 6 months beyond your return date with one blank visa page. Make sure your passport is valid and check with the embassy or the 
consulate of your destination country if you need a visa for your chosen destination prior to travel. It is vital that the name given when booking your holiday (printed 
on the ticket and itinerary) is exactly the same as written on your passport. Any child, however old, must have his/her own passport.
Please note Club Med cannot be held responsible for any issue with regards to passport or visas.

HEALTH FORMALITIES
Safe Together. 
Club Med has implemented new hygiene and safety measures to offer you peace of mind and a most joyful experience.
As part of the fight against Covid-19, health measures at the borders are being reinforced and may in particular require a virological screening test (for example PCR 
test) depending on your country of origin, transit or destination before your departure and/or before your return. 
We suggest you obtain more information from the consular services of the countries concerned or on the website of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of your nationality 
and/or place of residence.
Recommended vaccinations: diphtheria, polio, tetanus, hepatitis A and B and typhoid.
Pregnant women who do not need constant medical supervision may come aboard, upon presentation of a medical certificate
showing their due date and certifying that their pregnancy is compatible with the cruise.
The final day of the cruise must be before the end of the 26th week of pregnancy.
A doctor and a nurse are present on board.
